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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE FACTS

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN RHODE ISLAND

In 2004, 7,930 incidents of domestic violence were reported in Rhode Island.’

Children observed 1,874 incidents of domestic violence in Rhode Island in 2004.2

In 2005, there were 6 domestic violence related homicides.’

On any given day in Rhode Island, the domestic violence crisis hotline receives 46 calls, 59 women and
children spend the night in a shelter, and 28 people seek domestic violence community services.*

e Of the 7,930 incidents of domestic violence reported in 2004, 6,261 involved female victims and 1,669
involved male victims.®

2,246 victims were visibly injured as the result of a domestic violence incidents in 2004.°

e In 2004, the victim and the suspect were both female in 393 domestic violence incidents and the victim
and the suspect were both male in 473 incidents. ’

RHODE ISLAND COALITION AGAINST DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

e The Rhode Island Coalition Against Domestic Violence (RICADV) is an organization dedicated to ending
domestic violence in Rhode Island and guaranteeing services for survivors through partnerships with
community organizations, member agencies and state and federal initiatives.®

e [n 2004, 9;[he six member agencies of RICADV provided services to 9,987 individual victims of domestic
violence.

SEXUAL ASSAULT IN RHODE ISLAND

253 incidents of sexual assault were reported in Rhode Island in 2007."°

In 2004, 281 sexual assault victims were female and 34 were male."

There were 91 incidents of child molestation reported in Rhode Island in 2004."

In 2004, there were 43 incidents of sexual assault that also involved domestic violence.'

Of 315 sexual assault incidents reported in 2004, 306 involved male suspects while 9 involved female
suspects.'

e Over 1 out of every 8 adult women, or over 56,000 adult women in Rhode Island, has been the victim of
forcible rape at sometime in her lifetime.'®

CHALLENGES

e Despite new hospital programs and increased awareness about domestic violence, Rhode Island’s health care
professionals still do not routinely screen their patients for domestic violence. Health care providers in Rhode
Island, who are well positioned to identify and address domestic violence, could be playing a much larger role.
